The business meeting of the Board of Fire Commissioners of the Delran Township Fire
District No. 1 was held on Tuesday evening January 27, 2026 at the Fire District Office.
President Joseph Parento, commencing with the flag salute, called the meeting to order at
7:30 pm.

The President announced that this meeting is being conducted within the provisions of
N.1.5.10-4.6 to N.J.S. 10:4-41 titled Open Public Meetings and that the time and place has
been posted on the bulletin board of the Municipal Building and was advertised in the
Courier Post on February 6, 2025.

Chief/FM Joseph Cunningham, Jr., 232 Captain Burak Dugme, 232 Lt Hugh Pierce,
232 Lt C} Francis, Solicitor Geoff Stark and Clerk Maggie Suter.

The President diverted from the normal business agenda to hold the reorganization meeting
at 7:35pm

President Parento announced the new Chief and Deputy Fire Chief for the 2026-2028 term.
Chief is Joseph Cunningham Sr and Deputy Chief is Kevin Peak.

President Parento then turned the meeting over to J Cunningham Jr who presented a plague
to hang in the LEA office acknowledging the past Fire Officials. Walt Bauer and Ron Hubbs.

The normal business agenda resumed at 7:54pm.

Commissioner Bauer advises to hold off for 232 until construction is done but move forward
with 231.

Station 1 advised a cabinet is broken so Liz will order a new one.

The fuel pumps need new covers.

PUBLIC RELATIONS: We have a drive around town for the Delran Cheerleading National
Champs this Saturday, January 31st.

FIRE EQUIPMENT: Nothing to report.

OFFICE SPACE & EQUIPMENT: Work on updating the server.

MASTER PLANNING: Nothing to report.

UNIFORMS: One request for Tshirts.
The board approved J Cunningham ir to move forward with the purchase of Long Sleeve
Shirts.

BUILDING & GROUNDS: The last hvac unit was put onto the roof. Duct work is being worked
on now for the new unit. Waiting on breakers to come in.

We had a meeting with the owner of Overhead Door. Went over all issues at both stations.
Commissioner Parento advised that we purchased a pallet of calcium chloride to split
between the stations.




APPARATUS: Commissioner Parento advised that the ladder is still having issues with the
high idle switch. Asked the office staff to pull the work orders we received from Campbells
50 we can have a meeting with Nick from Campbells about the recurring and new issues
with the truck. We are also concerned that we are paying more than we should.

2316 will be taken out of service probably next week to do the corroded pipes. 232 Lt Pierce
will help out with the inside of the cabinet where foam leaked and made a hole.

The 2317 battery had a dead cell, replaced.

2318 Fuel cap broke and now replaced.

The fill banks on 2319 are older and not made to handle the casing on the newer bottles. If
it is not upgraded it could explode. The upgrade will cost around $17,250. The inhouse unit
is still sufficient however we need to make a decision on the upgrades for 2319.

WEBSITE: All pictures that have been taken were uploaded to the website as well as the
year each member joined.

We need to make a section on the main page of the website for Legal notices. Any type of
notice that would have gone into the newspaper will be maintained on the website starting
March 1st.

GRANT: We will now go into a regional grant with two companies out of Pa. The time to
submit will be cut down to 28 days from the time it opens to the time it closes.

The board approved for G Lopez to
purchase the drone and accessories mentioned.

The township meeting was tonight Commissioner Parento and Commissioner Bauer both
attended. The township reappointed Mike Lynch and Joseph Cunningham Jr as the OEC.

Deputy Chiefs Report

January 27, 2026
Currently we are at 62 calls for service to date
Some notable incidents since the last meeting:

January 19" — E2312 was dispatched to Willingboro for a structure assignment but was
recalled just prior to signing enroute.

January 20" — R2329 responded to Delanco for a house fire. Same was deemed to be
minor in nature and was handled with 11 and 70 units.

January 20" - DFD along with mutual aid responded to 4000 Route 130NB for a building
fire upgraded from an alarm system. First arriving units from District 23, 20, and 70
found an active fire in the vent stack for the restaurant. Same was contained to that area.

January 21 — DFD fire police assisted with an MVC in Moorestown Twp on Hartford
Road.

January 23" — $2324 responded on a cover assignment to 313 while they operated on a
house fire in Maple Shade. S2324 was brought in to the scene to assist with on scene
needs just after arriving at the cover.

January 26" — DFD along with mutual aid responded to the 900 block of Smith Street in
Delran for a house fire upgraded from an Alarm System. Crews arrived and found a small
fire contained to a reptile habitat. The scene was handled by district 23 units and then
turned over to the resident.

DFD officers met and have completed the first half of the years training schedule. Were
looking forward to having another good year and great training!

DFD will be looking to do Ice Rescue training next Monday and then On-Ice training that
following weekend. With the low temperatures that we have been having, it may be the
best time to get out on to the ice. We will be keeping the members updated with dates as
it gets closer.
